Front
Ch 2.

Row 1: Work 6 sc into second ch from hook, working a
black (B) and a white (W) paillette in the yfth sc (with the
black paillette on top). Mark yrst st with st marker. See
below for SC with Paillettes instructions.

Row 2: Work 2 sc into each st from previous round,
working paillette into the yrst st and in every other st to
the end of the round. Use 3 W yrst, then 3 B. Continue to
move marker to indicate yrst st of each round. (12 sc)

Row 3: * Work 2 sc into next st from previous round and 1
sc into next st.** Repeat from * to ** to the end of round.
No paillettes added. (18 sc)

Row 4: * Work 2 sc into next st from previous round and 1
sc into each of the next 2 st.** Repeat from * to ** to the
end of round. No paillettes added. (24 sc)

Row 5: * Work 2 sc into next st from previous round and 1
sc into each of the next 3 st.** Repeat from * to ** to the
end of round. Work paillettes into the third st and in every
third st to the end of the round. Use 5 W yrst, then 5 B. (30
sC)

Row 6: * Work 2 sc into next st from previous round and 1
sc into each of the next 4 st.** Repeat from * to ** to the
end of round. No paillettes added. (36 sc)

Row 7: * Work 2 sc into next st from previous round and 1
sc into each of the next 5 st.** Repeat from * to ** to the
end of round. No paillettes added. (42 sc)

Row 8: * Work 2 sc into next st from previous round and 1
sc into each of the next 6 st.** Repeat from * to ** to the
end of round. Work paillettes into the third st and in every
third st to the end of the round. Use 8 W yrst, then 8 B. (48
sC)

6.5 inches diameter, not including handles

(100% Cotton; 4 oz [113 g]/200 yd /182 m)
#90005 (Wonder White)

Hook
Size F (3.75 mm) crochet hook or size needed to obtain
gauge

Notions

30 White Paillettes
30 Black Paillettes
1/2 inch white button
Yarn needle

Gauge
18 sc and 18 rows = 40
Check your gauge before you begin
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Row 9: * Work 2 sc into next st from previous round and 1
sc into each of the next 7 st.** Repeat from * to ** to the
end of round. No paillettes added. (54 sc)

Row 10: * Work 2 sc into next st from previous round and
1 sc into each of the next 8 st.** Repeat from * to ** to the
end of round. No paillettes added. (60 sc)

Row 11: * Work 2 sc into next st from previous round and

1 sc into each of the next 9 st.** Repeat from * to ** to the
end of round. Work paillettes into the third st and in every
third st to the end of the round. Use 11 W yrst, then 11 B.

(66 sc)

Row 12: * Work 2 sc into next st from previous round and 1
sc into each of the next 10 st.** Repeat from * to ** to the
end of round. No paillettes added. (72 sc)

Row 13: * Work 2 sc into next st from previous round and 1
sc into each of the next 11 st.** Repeat from * to ** to the
end of round. No paillettes added. (78 sc)

Row 13: * Work 2 sc into next st from previous round and

1 sc into each of the next 12 st.** Repeat from * to ** to
the end of round. Ch 4, sl st to the last sc st made (to form
buttonhole. No paillettes added. Bind off. (84 sc)

Back

Repeat instructions for front leaving off paillettes and
buttonhole.

Handle

Ch 170 +1. Scin second ch from hook and into every ch
across to the end of the row. Bind off.

Finishing
With wrong sides together, whipstitch around the edges
leaving an opening 22 st wide (11 st on either side of

buttonhole). Bind off.

Whipstitch handle to each side of opening, overlapping by
4 sc.

Flip paillettes so that the solid side is toward the outside
edge of the bag (hole is toward the inside).

Sew button to the back side opposite the button hole.

Line purse if preferred.
